For those travelling by own means you take the first entry into the base off Beechmont Rd. You will then be directed by a guide into to a parking bay “the FE Yard” then onto the grove by a shuttle bus departing every 15 minutes from 0930 hrs. Please ensure you are at LWC in time. The last shuttle bus will depart at 1030 hours sharp.
Photo ID will be required for all delegates, family members and drivers
Memorial Service commences at 1100 hours

Lunch: 1200 – 1330 hours.
For those not staying for lunch and need to return to the parking bay a shuttle bus will operate from 1200 hours. Coaches return to Brisbane 1345 hours – ensure you board the right Coach Number. Those travelling by own means, and staying for lunch, will be returned to the parking bay by coach and shuttle bus.

Jacket and Tie with large Medals as appropriate. Hats, Bonnets and sturdy walking shoes are advised. Ladies smart casual in line with the climate.
Health and Safety Concerns

Seating 
There will be a mix of seating at the Grove and delegates will be ushered to their seats. Be advised that some delegates may have standing room only and ushers may well be selective towards allocating seats.

Fire

Evacuation:
Coach Guides and other selected personnel will act as fire wardens. Delegates will be warned of the forming up and evacuation routes in the event of fire breakout. Senior cadets and appointed delegates will be there to assist the elderly 
if required. The Emcee for the Memorial will provide a brief for fire evacuation immediately prior to the Wreath Laying Ceremony.

An attached sketch map of the Grove shows assembly points and evacuation routes in the event of fire outbreak.
The Grove:
There will plenty of opportunity for visitors attending the Grove for the first time to tour the grove and in particular locate the tree dedicated to their Team Member.  Of particular interest are Dedication Plaques at the base of many trees. There is a Tree Location Board showing where each soldier’s tree is .located. Although the Grove lanes have been cleared of rock and debris care should be taken and elderly members may need assistance.

In addition you will find attached a card showing the location of your tree by row and tree number.
